Further Offences or Higher Level Infractions will result in Office Referral where Administrators may determine the need for A Call Home, In-House Suspension, Parent Meeting, Contract, Expulsion, etc.
*Loss of Participation Points affects Citizenship grade endangering Graduation.

**More Severe Infractions will Incur More Severe Consequences. 
Grading Policy
